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RECORD NUMBERS OF AUSTRALIANS LEAVE SYDNEY AND 
MELBOURNE FOR COASTAL AND REGIONAL COMMUNITIES 

Australia is facing an unprecedented urban exodus as tens of 
thousands swap life in big cities for regional areas – with one state 
emerging as the top destination. 

Sydneysiders and Melburnians are reshaping Australia’s population 
map, as tens of thousands trade city skyscrapers for regional 
coastlines and quieter communities. Some 33,000 residents left 
Sydney and 8500 departed Melbourne over the 2024-25 financial 
year, according to the Australian Bureau of Statistics, as the lure of 
affordable housing, lifestyle, and space drives people to rethink 
where they live. 

The Regional Movers Index, a joint report between Commonwealth 
Bank and the Regional Australia Institute based on CBA’s data set, 
reveals Queensland is seeing the largest influx, led by the Sunshine 
Coast as the state’s most popular destination for city escapees. 

Other top regional destinations include Greater Geelong, the Fraser 
Coast, Lake Macquarie, and Moorabool. CBA Regional and 
Agribusiness Banking executive general manager Kylie Allen said 
the growth shows no signs of slowing. 

“It’s a broadening of regional growth beyond the usual hotspots,” 
Ms Allen said. “Strong regional-to-regional movement and rising 
interest in centres like the Fraser Coast signal a maturing migration 
pattern, where people are making considered, long-term choices 
about where they live and work. 

“That shift brings real opportunity and reinforces the need for co-
ordinated planning around housing and investment in 
infrastructure so regions can sustain momentum and support 
growing communities.” news.com.au

Prawn, mango and lettuce 'summer rolls' recipe 

INGREDIENTS 

• 240g Pack frozen jumbo raw king prawns, defrosted 

• 1 Mango, stoned, peeled and cut into 24 equal pieces 

• Olive oil, for brushing 

• 8 Iceberg lettuce leaves 

• 2 tsp sesame seeds, toasted 

• 1 Red chilli, deseeded and chopped 

• 1 Lime, zested and juiced 

• 1 tbsp fish sauce 

• Pinch of sugar 

1. Light the barbecue and wait until the flames have died down, or preheat the grill to 

high. Soak 8 wooden skewers in cold water for 10 mins. Push 3 prawns and 3 mango 

pieces onto each skewer. Brush with oil and barbecue or grill for 2-3 mins each side 

until cooked. 

2. Push the prawns and mango off each skewer into a lettuce leaf and sprinkle with the 

sesame seeds. Wrap the leaf around the filling, roll up like a parcel and slice in half. 

Secure with a cocktail stick, if you like. Mix the chilli, lime zest and juice, fish sauce and 

a pinch of sugar in a bowl. Serve with the summer rolls.
